League Team Progress

Onward and upward as they say ! As mentioned in the introduction we are now league champions having played 19 league, 2 cup games and we’ve won them all, the only 100% record left in the Norfolk Youth Combination. The Norfolk Youth League Knockout  Cup is where we start the story of the latest games; and is as follows (taken from the Match Cards for each game) ….

· Dereham Town 1 – Taverham 4 (Cup) -A wild and windy day impacted this game but despite the conditions some nice football was played. Taverham took an early lead through two quick goals from James Wilson. In the second half, Taverham started the stronger scoring their third before Dereham came back into it grabbing a goal in off the Taverham Keeper. This acted to reignite Taverham who scored a forth through Ethan Warne. Overall some great goalkeeping by the Dereham Keeper and some stout defending by the Taverham defenders kept the score low in what was an enjoyable game. 

· Taverham 6 – Horsford 0 -A one sided game in the 1st half with Taverham scoring their 1st goal in 14 seconds, a flowing move down the left, crossed in finished with a header from Harrison Jones marked the first of 5 goals. In the second half Horsford showed spirit and the game was much more even, although Taverham hit both posts and the bar they only managed to score 1 more goal. In amongst the 6 Ethan Warne bagged a hat trick. 

· Taverham 1 – Dereham Town 0 - A cracking game which in truth probably deserved to be a draw. Dereham had the most of the early stages with Taverham missing key midfielders Harrison and James. Dereham forced the Taverham keeper into two or three saves in the first 10 minutes before Taverham took a foot hold in the game forcing the Dereham keeper (who once again was exceptional throughout) into some smart stops before half time (0-0). In the second half Taverham came out with more purpose, grabbing a scrappy goal in the first 5 minutes of the half through Ethan Warne to make the score 1-0. The second half was a pulsating affair with some smart stops by the Dereham keeper and some breakaway attacks on the Taverham goal.

· Hellesdon 0 – Taverham 8 - Completely one sided game this one, Taverham putting Hellesdon under pressure from the start and scoring 6 goals in the 1st half and George touching the ball once all game. The second half was a scrappy affair for more than one reason (ask anyone that was there !!!) only moment of note was Ethan Warne's goal from 20 or so yards out, a fine strike. Ben, Harrison and Cam all bagged braces and Ethan Warne made it 25 for the season. 

· Drayton 1 – Taverham 2 - Cracking game, really good advert for the Under 9's section, pulsating end to end stuff could have gone either way. In the first half things were tight both keepers making saves, some wonderful passing and link up play, tough uncompromising defending keep the score 0-0. In the last five minutes of the 1st half Taverham began to take the upper hand scoring two great footballing goals from Ben and James following flowing passing moves through the Drayton resistance. In the second half Drayton had a lot more purpose to begin with pushing back the Taverham team and scoring with around 8 minutes to go. Taverham sparked into life then had a few chances of their own well saved by the Drayton keeper and also the cross bar. Towards the end of the half Drayton again took hold missing with three shots narrowly wide in the last minutes and Taverham held out for the 2-1 victory against the local rivals in what was the best game of the season so far.

· Fakenham 0 – Taverham 3 - Competitive close game this which marked Taverham scoring 100 goals and clinching the league champions spot. Fakenham had the best chances of the early exchanges with some good defensive work from the Taverham defenders keeping them at bay. Taverham struggled to come to terms with the hard pitch and the heavy bounce. A head injury to Cameron lead to a change introducing Josh and with almost his first touch he laid the ball through to Harrison to open the scoring just before half time. The second half also proved a close affair but Taverham adjusted better to the conditions and managed to carve out a number of chances with Harrison converting two more for his hat trick. During the closing minutes Fakenham came close to scoring from a free kick but Taverham held out for the win.

The end of the game was marked with celebrations (see picture) with the disclaimer that no alcohol was involved (honest !)

Taverham Tigers

As some of you’ll know the Taverham Tigers have also had a couple of games in the last few weeks and I’m pleased to say like the league team they are unbeaten and in fact in the last two games also boast an unbeaten record, details as 

follows:

· Taverham 3 – Old Catton 2 – Old Catton came across to Hinks with some of there squad players for the second Tigers match. It was a horribly windy day but this did not dampen enthusiasm for the game. Ethan R, Connor, Daniel, Justin, Jack H, Chris Oliver and Thomas formed the squad for the game and after a close 1st half the team went in 1-1 Connor scoring the goal for Taverham and Justin playing a fine part in goal. In the second half Taverham played into the wind but this did not disturb them as Ethan Reid scored 2 goals following good moves to give the Tigers a 3-1 advantage. · Taverham 8 – Costessey 4 – This weekend the Tigers took on a Costessey side, a mixture of A and B team players. This time the squad included Cameron V, Jack H, Josh, Thomas, Marco, Connor, Ethan R and Chris. The team performed well with goals from Cameron (hat trick), Jack, Thomas, Josh, Connor and Ethan Reid and up until the final moments were 8-1 up. Thomas was particularly strong in defence, Josh gave steel to the midfield and Cameron took his goals well. All in all another great performance from the Tigers squad
